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Résumé ou extrait : Les Américaines ont, bien avant le second conflit mondial, participé al'effort de
guerre - choix souvent désapprouvé dans un pays peu favorable a|'émancipation féminine. Le Women's
Army Corps, créé en 1942, relanca la polémique d'une femme patriote, bon soldat et pourtant dévouée a
son foyer. Envoyées en Europe, les Waacs, toutes races confondues, firent I'expérience des
bombardements et de la peur, constaterent la souffrance de certains Gls confrontés ala violence, mais
découvrirent également une certaine forme de tol érance sexuelle et raciale. Leur combat fut difficile, la
lutte se poursuivant bien apres la démobilisation.

Before the Second World War, the American women did their part in the war effort - their decision was
often disapproved of in a conservative country, not ready for their emancipation. The Women's Army
Corps, created in 1942, revived the controversy of awoman who was at the same time patriotic, a good




soldier, still devoted to her family. Some Waacs sent to Europe, whatever their race, experienced
bombings and fear, realized the suffering of some young Gl s facing violence, but also discovered akind
of sexual and racial tolerance. Their tough struggle did not end after demobilization.
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
